RLTPRM Crossbar System

Maximum roof load capacity: 100kg (220lbs) evenly distributed over all crossbars.  Please refer to your vehicle manufactur-
ers handbook for the maximum roof loading of your vehicle.  Always use the lower of the two figures.

Recommendations:
It is essential that all bolt connections be checked after driving a short distance when you first install your crossbars.  Bolt connections 
should be checked for tension and lubricated at regular intervals (probably once a week is enough, depending on road conditions, 
usage, loads and distances travelled).  You should also check the crossbars each time they are refitted. Make sure to fasten your load 
securely.  Please ensure that all loads are evenly distributed and that the centre of gravity is kept as low as possible.  
Crossbars must be removed when putting vehicle through an automatic car wash.
Use only non-stretch fastening ropes or straps.
Caution: The handling characteristics of the vehicle changes when you transport a load on the roof.  For safety reasons we recom-
mend you exercise extreme care when transporting wind-resistant loads. Special consideration must be taken into account when 
cornering and braking.
Load Ratings:
Maximum permissible load is 100kg (220lbs) for two crossbars including the weight of the crossbars, 5kg (11lbs). When crossbars are 
to be used in off-road conditions, please build a safety factor of 1.5 into this load limit for off-road use, two crossbars = 66kg (145lbs).  
Although the crossbars are tested and approved to AS1235-2000, Off-road conditions can be much more rigorous. However, increas-
ing the number of crossbars does not increase the vehicles maximum permissible roof loading.

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Prepare each leg/bracket assembly for installation 
using an M6 flat washer, M6 spring washer and 
M6 x 35mm screw on each side of the leg.

Locate the rubber plugs on the roof of the 
vehicle.  Remove the rubber plugs by pushing 
them out through the top of the roof from inside 
the vehicle.
Only remove the required amount of plugs for 
the amount of crossbars being fitted.

Fit the internal bracket (item 4) through the roof holes.  Hold the bracket in place with masking tape.

From on top of the roof apply Butyl Mastic sealer 
to the holes and around the protruding bolts on 
each of the inside brackets.

5 Carefully attach each external leg/bracket 
assembly to the protruding M8 bolts of the 
internal bracket using two of the M8 flat 
washers and M8 nyloc nuts.
Tighten M8 nuts to 8-9 Nm (6-7 lb/ft).
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Place crossbars (Heavy Duty shown) onto the 
Legs.  Lightly finger tighten the M10 bolt.  Fasten 
the M6 x 35mm screws on the leg to 3-4 Nm (2-3 
lb/ft) using the Torque Key supplied.

Adjust the crossbars until the overhang is equal on both sides. If using Heavy Duty crossbars fasten the M10 
bolts 13-14 Nm (9-10 lb/ft).  If using Aero bars refer to the fitting instruction supplied therein.

Insert a rubber buffer strip into the top of each 
crossbar.

Channel nut must 
locate across the 
bar when tight.

Fit end caps to all crossbars.  A rubber mallet may 
be used to gently knock them in.
